Langley FC - A Brief History
Langley Football Club was first formed in 2010 by two local
Langley estate brothers, Peter and Leon Phillips. The Phillips
Brothers both had experience and professional backgrounds
within the footballing industry. The brothers decided to start up
a local team within their home town of Langley.

Langley FC started out as an amateur club to provide Saturday
football for local talented players but since the start of the club
opening, the past 12 years have seen the club continuously
grow and build on its success year after year. Langley FC has
become a highly successful and respected football club that
has been awarded the FA Chartered Standard which
recognises high quality provision.

Langley FC currently holds the record for local football, from
going from the bottom of amateur park football (East Berks
Division 4) to now playing Step 6 Football in the Combined
Counties League via the Hellenic League. This is certainly a step
up for our young club after winning every domestic local
honour.

The senior team is currently managed by Aaron Samuel,
assisted by William Rice-Quaidoo and Tom Ford. The Club is
certainly an exciting one to be around and has ambitious plans
for the future. Langley FC values family and community and is
very proud of its thriving full and successful youth setup, which
is overseen by Adam Rathmill and the Under 18s coached and
managed by First Team Manager Aaron Samuel.

The youth teams continue to grow and progress season after
season. The club has secured planning permission and hope to
move to our new home in Langley in the near future. We are
currently in our third season of a ground-share with Slough
Town FC’s Arbour Park having spent two season at Holyport FC.

Bedfont FC - A Brief History
Bedfont & Feltham Football club was formed in May 2012 following the amalgamation of
Bedfont Football & Social Club with Feltham FC, taking the place of Feltham in the step 6
Combined Counties Division 1. The changes bought some decent results; two 5th place
finishes in their first two seasons. The 2015-16 season saw a runners-up spot, 3 points behind
CB Hounslow United and this was good enough for promotion to the Premier Division.

The club only lasted at the higher level for one season, finishing second-bottom and some 13
points adrift of safety. Season 2017-18 saw the club finish in 17th place. In the summer of 2018,
Adam Bessent joined from Staines Lammas and their loss was Bedfont & Feltham's gain.

Season 2019-20 started with a win followed by two straight defeats and a draw. The team saw
an improvement again and surged frommid-table to the top echelons, but with the enforced
early finish, the club ended in a disappointing 6th place, although the whole season’s records
were eventually declared null and void due to the Covid-19 pandemic.

In the FA Cup, 2015-16 saw the club's best FA Cup run as they beat London Tigers and AFC
Hayes (both after replays). A tough test against AFC Rushden & Diamonds awaited them in
the 1st Qualifying Round where the run ended, despite a credible performance in the 2-1
defeat.

In the FA Vase, 2019-20 saw the Yellows reach the Second Round Proper; losing 1-3 after extra
time to Welling Town (1-1 at 90 minutes).

Other cup triumphs include the CCL Division 1 Challenge Cup, lifted in 2015 as they beat
Worcester Park 4-3 on penalties in the final as well as the Middlesex Premier Cup a year
earlier.

Season 2020-21 was also cut short due to the ongoing Covid-19 pandemic, and at the time of
the season's closure, the club was sitting in 12th place.

The club went through numerous changes towards the end of season 2020-21 seeing long-
serving Chairman Brian Barry, Director of Football Scott Savoy, Manager Adam Bessent, Media
Officers Rob Healy and Jo Ginger, plus numerous supporting management committee
members all leave the club.

Season 2022/23 sees the club revert to its original name of Bedfont FC.
